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John Wybrew graduated from Queens' College, Cambridge, with an Honours Degree in engineering in 1964. Married with three daughters and seven grandchildren, he lives in Hascombe in Surrey, and his interests include the theatre, tennis and golf. 
John Wybrew began his career with the Royal Dutch/Shell Group in 1964 where, until 1996, he held a variety of posts both in the UK and overseas. He joined as a marketing trainee before moving the following year to Group Materials. From 1965-70 he held a number of positions in Shell International Petroleum Company Ltd's (SIPCO) Information and Computing Services Organisation, and then in 1970-71 worked in Group Planning Co-ordination on planning techniques and strategy evaluation.  

In 1972 he moved to The Hague to join Shell International Petroleum Maatschappij (SIPM) as Personal Assistant to the Exploration and Production Co-ordinator. He returned to London in 1974 to join SIPCO's marketing co-ordination working on product development.
Later in 1974 John Wybrew was appointed Head of Special Projects for Shell UK Exploration and Production, becoming closely involved in the offshore industry's consultations on the legislative framework for its development. In 1977 he became Southern Operations Manager with responsibility for Shell/Esso's extensive gas operations in the southern North Sea.
In 1980 he moved to Brunei Shell Petroleum Company Ltd as Technical Director and Deputy Managing Director. In 1982 he was appointed Head of Supply Development in the Supply Oil Co-ordination of SIPCO in London and in 1983 transferred to SIPM in The Hague as Head of Economic and Sector Planning for Exploration and Production. 
From 1984-88 he was seconded to the Prime Minister's Policy Unit where he served as Mrs Thatcher's adviser on energy and transport policies.
