Terms of Reference 
Introduction

The 21st WEC Survey of Energy Resources was published in September 2007. This triennial publication is a valuable reference for energy industry executives as well as scenario modelers and energy technology researchers. Its contents are actively sought by various energy organizations such as the IEA, the EIA, and the IAEA, and development organizations. It is the only source of global energy resource data collected on a country by country basis. The input data are then carefully screened for consistency. The result in its latest version is a 600 page document that will be the basis for much of the world’s planning.

Objectives

The objective is to produce a comprehensive document that is a credit to WEC and expands our influence in energy and related matters. It is also a foundation for all other WEC studies.

Scope of Work

Until now this document was produced every three years. It has become apparent that, in this day of rapid and mass communication, waiting three years means the selection of people to assemble the country data usually results in considerable time spent getting reacquainted with the goals as well as the process and procedures. In addition, rapid changes are taking place in energy technologies and resource magnitude and usage. Therefore we will examine collecting key basic resource data on an interim  schedule and updating some of the data in a mini-publication, the first one scheduled for March 2009.

Methodology and Timeline

Collecting data in concert with the WEC Member Committees. Then collating and preparing the data for publication. The publication will be available for download at the WEC website, but only after distribution to the members.
